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Confirmation Expectations

2018-2019
The process of affirming our baptism is a time of questioning, learning and exploring one’s beliefs and faith. In these classes we will address many subjects and will call for the participation of many people involved in the life of the confirmands. The Christian Education Committee expects all in this family to take an active role in this journey.
The expectations for students to complete our two-year confirmation instruction are as follows:

1. Attend classes regularly and be prepared for the lesson (do the reading, take home sheets, etc. this makes class more fun). Classes are Wednesday nights from 6:30-8 pm unless noted in the schedule. 
2. During and outside the classes, students demonstrate their participation by being respectful and listening carefully to all involved which includes encouraging one another and maintaining the confidentiality of peers’ lives. 
3. Complete 10 worship reflections per year (this does not include the Wed. evening Lenten services which will be purple). 8 of these reflections will be for Sunday morning and two will be for The Grove. Turn in the signed and completed forms and/or your individual or group projects to the Youth Director box in the church office.

4. Serve as acolyte when scheduled.  Find your own replacement when unable to make scheduled day/time.
5. Participate in 3 or more of the regularly offered service projects each year.*
6. Attend at least one summer confirmation camp in June over the two-year confirmation program.
7. Demonstrate a basic knowledge of the Bible and our involvement in God’s Kingdom and ethics. 
8. Know the Lord’s Prayer and its significance.

9. Know the Apostle’s Creed and meaning.

10. Know the Ten Commandments.
11. Develop a daily habit of PRAYER and reading of God’s word!  ^_^

Parents

As the parent of a confirmand we expect you to actively participate during this important time in the spiritual development of your student. No one can have a more powerful impact as they learn to love and follow God, than a parent. Therefore, we expect all parents to:

1. Participate in at least one confirmation class per year. (in addition to this one)

2. Complete 5 worship reflections per year. (The parent worship notes will be on different colored paper from the students) 4 of these reflections will be for Sunday morning and one will be for The Grove. These worship notes will include one additional activity or three additional questions on the back to be answered by you and your confirmation student.

3. Participate with your youth in at least one service project.

4. Pray and pray for your child(ren) daily, read the bible and worship regularly. 
Snow Days:

We will follow the District 20 snow day policy. If District 20 calls a snow day for Edith Wolford Elem. it will be a snow day for us. Exceptions - We have occasions where the roads are clear or conversely treacherous when earlier or later in the day they were not, in either situation we will post an update on The Grove website by 4pm to notify you as well as send out a mass text. Ultimately, we want you to be safe so don’t risk life and limb to get here, but if you can make it, don’t be a slacker either. 😉
*Service Projects and Other Gathering Times:
· Weekly worship is at 8am and 10:30am on Sundays. Middle and High schoolers also meet from 9:30-10:15am every Sunday morning to relax and learn more about topical faith teachings. This is also when make up lessons may be conducted. 
· The Grove is a gathering time for all ages on the 1st and 3rd Sunday evenings of each month from 5-6pm. We sing, eat, worship, participate in art or games and get to know one another more. We encourage you to come regularly.
